Additions to/Approval of the Agenda 

Pat moved that we revisit the Costa Rica motion and Tracy has a motion regarding student insurance. – Approved as amended by consensus.

Business Arising from the Minutes

a) Pat said that at the last meeting he asked for an additional $1000 for Costa Rica.  Pat is asking for another $1000 to cover a lightning rod on the water tower.

Pat moved a motion to amend the May 28, 2024 motion to increase the amount to $2000 US – Steve seconded – Approved by consensus.  

b) We need more volunteers for RibFest.  Sometimes we can access the past Rotarians for volunteers.  
Our action – Mac will talk to Jayden.  We may be short of volunteers.  Dale asked if we have a Rotary banner?  We may need to wear our DragonBoat T-Shirts when selling the 50/50 tickets.  Pat asked if there was overnight security.  Mac said that there was no recycling set-up by RibFest.  Mac will call Ability for their recycling trailer.  Towards the end of the conversation, Dale said that we would not manage the corn pull tournament.  No drive through component.  Loralee said that Rotary may make $30,000 to $40,000.  Mac said that we will prioritize our volunteers on 50/50.  Dale and Mac will call Nick after the meeting.

New Business 

a) Request for funding - specialized weekly therapeutic class at LTRA - $1100 for Natalia’s Chverkaliuk daughter, Anna


b) Request for funding - LTRA Summer classes for Ukrainian students - U36 lessons for 5 students @ $35/lesson after parents pay $10/lesson = $6,300 so total is $7,400

Dennis spoke about last year’s LTRA summer camp and the emotional benefits for the Ukrainian youth.  This year 19 youth have applied for our eight spots.  Dennis suggested that this is a volunteer opportunity for the Ukrainian parents and Rotarians.  Perhaps the Coaldale 4H club may partner with the Ukrainian youth.  Rotary will be invoiced by LTRA for the classes.  

Pat moved a motion to donate $7,400 to cover the LTRA classes using the funding for the Ukrainian youth.  – Jillian seconded – Carried by consensus.  

c) Bank signing authorities for 2024-2025

Joanna moved that the club remove Loralee Burton and add Steve Craig as a signing authority.  Carried by consensus.


d) Loralee moved a motion to subsidies $1000 for the medical insurance for our outgoing exchange student.  Steve seconded.  Carried by consensus.
