When does Rotary meet?  
We meet every Thursday evening at the Lower Legion 
from 6:30-8:00 pm.  
The 4th Thursday is a Social Event- Location TBA 
 
Is attendance required? 
No. However, you are encouraged to attend at least 
50% of the meetings.  
 
How much are dues? 
The membership dues are $275 per year. 
The Rotary year starts on July 1st. If you join mid-year, 
your membership dues are prorated. 
 
Is there a weekly fee? 
There is no cost to attend the meetings.  
If you want to join the per-meeting meal, it would cost 
$25. Drinks are available at the Legion bar at your 
cost. We will waive the meal fee for prospective 
members' first couple of meetings. 
 
What would be asked of me if I joined the Club? 

You will find many 
opportunities to be involved, and you can pick those 
that best fit. 
 
Will there be someone to help me along as I learn? 
We will assign you a seasoned member to help you if you like.
