Cow Plop Bingo Rules 2026
MAIN DRAW

1. There will be 1000 tickets sold at a price of $15 per ticket or 4 tickets for $50.
2. Total ticket sale revenue of main draw will not exceed $13,250 (300 x $15 tickets and 700 tickets sold at 4 tickets for 50 (175 sets).
3. Player/Ticket holders do not need to be present to win.
4. You must be in the Province of Saskatchewan to purchase tickets.
5. There is no age requirement for purchase of the tickets.
6. No tickets will be sold after the cow is brought onto the grid area.
7. The master grid has been made with numbers chalked out randomly around the full area of the play area.  Tickets are numbered 1 to 1000 with the maximum number of tickets sold at 1000 for the main draw.  Players are unable to choose their own numbers since winning is all random.  The master grid will be available for viewing at rotarynutana.org and at the event on June 15th, 2026 at Sutherland School Park located at 211-111 Street West, Saskatoon, SK.
8. The actual grid area will be clearly marked with all squares being of equal shape and size and the area protected with a barrier or fence. Spectators/ticket holders must not interfere with the progress of the event but are allowed to stand outside the fence line and attempt to coax the cow to their square.
9. At 2:00 pm on June 15, 2026, two cows will be led into the grid area by an appropriate handler or handlers and left free to roam within the area until the cow “plops” or “defecates” on a square or the time allotment of 1 hour has expired. Upon completion of a cow plop or time allotment, the independent judges will determine the results.  
10. The square containing the biggest volume of cow plop will determine the top prize winner.
11. If a cow plop lands on a square which is determined to be an “unsold” square, the winner will be the closest “sold” grid in proximity to the cow plop.
12. If there is no cow plop by 3 pm, the winner will be determined by a judge randomly drawing a ticket number from a barrel.
13. Any disputes or claims must be registered with the judges.
14. The results or decision of the judges will be publicly posted at rotarynutana.org.
15. The organization must post the “Rules” so all participants understand the conduct of the event.
16. Odds of winning are 1 in 1000.
17. Grand prize winner will receive $2000 by way of cheque from the Saskatoon Nutana Rotary Club.
