Criteria – A successful applicant:

1. Must be a permanent resident of Toronto and currently be enrolled in a Toronto secondary school as a full-time student for the year;
2. Must plan to attend a University or a publicly funded College of Applied Arts and Technology within the Municipality of Toronto;
3. Must provide evidence of financial need;
4. Must demonstrate a commitment to academics with a minimum average of 80%;
5. Should demonstrate examples of leadership skills such as through extracurricular activities within their school; and
6. Should demonstrate a breadth and depth of commitment to volunteerism in the community at large.

Instructions

· Complete the entire Application Form. Incomplete applications will not be considered.  Information can be input directly into this Word document. 
· The Applicant’s Essay (page 7) must be original thoughts of the applicant, in the applicant’s own words, written by the applicant, using an academic format including a 12-point font.
· Letters of Recommendation (page 7) must be in a 12-point font.
· The Applicant should attach an official transcript of grades from all high school years.
· Finalist candidates must attend a virtual interview with the Scholarship Committee.  
Each candidate must submit these documents along with the application:
· Evidence of financial need and academic transcripts
· Acceptance letter from a post-secondary school in the GTA.
