GENERAL REQUIREMENTS 
 

1) The recipients must be Harwood Union or Green Mountain Valley School 
students, graduating in the spring of 2015, and living in the towns of Moretown, 
Fayston, Waitsfield, Warren or Granville.  

2) The recipients must have maintained a GPA of B (3.0) or better during their four 
years of secondary education. Transcript must be submitted with this 
application. 

3) The funds must be used for tuition, room and board, books or other higher 
education costs.

Four Year Scholarship must maintain a college GPA of 3.0 and must maintain a full 
time course load for the college they are attending. A transcript must be sent annually to 
the Valley Rotary Club by June 15th of each year. If the student is disqualified for lack of 
a full time schedule the scholarship will terminate, however a student may regain the 
scholarship if disqualification results from not meeting the GPA requirement for a 
semester and improves their performance to re-establish the 3.0 GPA average. The 
student should make every effort to present to the Valley Rotary Club annually by letter 
or in person to update the club on their progress and accomplishments.
