In this inspiring talk, the president of Rotary’s
International Skiing Fellowship, Allyson Walter, shared how
a childhood spent skiing during spring breaks from Ames,
Iowa, unexpectedly led to leading an international
community of Rotarian skiers. What began as a reluctant
family trip to Park City 16 years ago has blossomed into a
global fellowship with over 500 members from more than 30
countries.

This unique Rotary Fellowship combines a shared love
for skiing with service, cultural exchange, and meaningful
community. Members gather annually for North American
and European Ski Weeks, with trips planned to Austria,
Japan, and British Columbia in 2026.

But the real impact is off the slopes. Through their
foundation, the group has raised over $350,000 for adaptive
ski programs, supporting individuals with physical and
cognitive disabilities, including wounded veterans. Each
destination partners with a local adaptive ski organization
and Rotary Club, blending sport, service, and local
connection.

Ski weeks are filled with camaraderie—daily breakfasts,
informal ski groups, home hospitality dinners, and
fundraising auctions. Participants include all ages, from
toddlers to grandparents, with programming for non-skiers.
Membership is open to all, not just Rotarians, and costs just
$35 annually.

Rotary Fellowships like this one—whether focused on
skiing, beer brewing, or stamp collecting—offer a fun and
powerful way to connect across cultures and make a
difference through shared passions.
