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     Rhea Wright, Director of Student Services, oversees a wide
range of programs including special education, preschool,
talented and gifted (TAG), at-risk students, and support for
homeless students. A graduate of Western Illinois University
(Elementary Education) and Drake University (Special Education),
Wright began her career at Sac & Fox Settlement School, later
working in Fort Dodge and with Heartland AEA before joining
Clinton.

Key Updates 

Preschool:  8 sites serving ~288 students, operating at 92%
capacity last year. Openings remain for 4-year-olds.
Special Education:  Serves students ages 3–21, including a
unique Deaf/Hard of Hearing program and therapeutic
classrooms with positive attendance and academic results.
Clinton has eliminated a previous $2.7M special ed deficit.
Homeless Support:  Identified 158 homeless students last year;
already 38 for the coming year. Provides immediate
enrollment, fee waivers, transportation, basic needs, and
community resource connections.
Talented & Gifted: Serving 10–12% of students; new high
school initiatives include career counseling and early access to
college courses.
At-Risk Programs:  Multiple layers of support—social workers,
counselors, at-risk staff, and in-school therapists.
English Language Learners: 1.7% of students, primarily
Spanish-speaking, with tailored instruction and support.
Chronic Absenteeism: Significant reductions—special
education absenteeism down from 39% to 24%; general
education from 28% to 18%.

Community Needs:
    Wright encouraged the community to help identify struggling
or homeless families and connect them with the district. There is
also an urgent need for qualified staff, particularly in special
education. “If we don’t make every student feel welcome,
connected, and safe, it’s going to be really hard for them to
learn.” – Rhea Wright, Director of Student Services
