Mariah Reeves, Assistant Superintendent
of Clinton Community School District

The Rotary Club of Clinton welcomed Mariah Reeves,
Assistant Superintendent of Clinton Community School
District, who shared updates on curriculum, instruction,
and student success initiatives.

Reeves, a former teacher and principal with deep ties to
Iowa education, emphasized the district’s mission:
empowering all students to be future-ready—with “all”
being intentional and central to the vision.

Key highlights:

e Curriculum Alignment: All elementary schools will adopt
the Core Knowledge Language Arts (CKLA) program to
ensure consistent, rigorous instruction across the
district. Middle school is piloting new ELA programs and
auditing math/science for greater rigor.

e High School Initiatives: Clinton High is introducing
block scheduling for deeper learning, expanding work-
based learning partnerships with local businesses, and
launching a new mentoring model, pairing students with
trusted adults throughout high school.

e Student Outcomes: Third-grade proficiency in reading
and math nearly doubled in the past year. Graduation
rates continue to climb—rising from ~80% two years ago
to 85% this past year—with a goal of 90% and ultimately
100%. Dropout rates have also dropped significantly.

e Teacher Support & Retention: Vacancies were cut in half
since last year, a testament to strong school culture and
leadership. Principals are increasing classroom visibility,
committed to connecting with “every teacher, every
month.”

e Community Call to Action: Reeves stressed the
importance of partnerships with local employers and
volunteers to support mentoring, job shadows, and
career readiness opportunities.

Her closing message: Equitable and experiential education
equals success. Community support remains vital in
preparing Clinton students for life after graduation.
