    The Rotary Club of Clinton welcomed longtime Iowa Hawkeyes play-
by-play voice Gary Dolphin, who reflected on his nearly three decades
calling Iowa football and basketball.  A multi-time Iowa Sportscaster of
the Year, Dolphin emphasized that his greatest reward isn’t accolades,
but the privilege of going to work every day doing what he loves.
     Dolphin shared career highlights, including opportunities with the
Chicago Bears that ultimately reaffirmed his commitment to Iowa. He
spoke passionately about communication skills, encouraging young
people to put down their phones, make eye contact, and build real-
world connections—advice he credits as key to long-term success.
     He provided an in-depth update on Hawkeye athletics, highlighting
an encouraging start for Iowa men’s basketball under new head coach
Ben McCollum. Dolphin praised the team’s strong defense, disciplined
culture, and standout player Bennett Stirtz,  noting Iowa’s best start in
decades and optimism heading into Big Ten play.
     On the football side, Dolphin reviewed Iowa’s solid 8–4 season and
upcoming bowl game in Tampa, crediting the program’s trademark
defense, special teams, and leadership. He highlighted individual
honors, including Logan Jones winning the Rimington Trophy as the
nation’s top center, and spoke highly of Coach Kirk Ferentz—not only as
the winningest coach in Big Ten history, but as a leader deeply
committed to his players, staff,  and community.
     Dolphin also addressed the changing landscape of college sports,
touching on NIL, the transfer portal,  and bowl game challenges, while
expressing confidence that the system will  eventually stabilize.
     The presentation concluded with gratitude, Hawkeye pride, and
Rotary spirit.  In honor of Gary Dolphin’s visit,  the club donated a
children’s book to the Clinton Public Library in his name.
