Anna Current, a junior at the University of Iowa studying
Ethics, Public Policy, and Sustainability, shared her inspiring
journey of service and leadership through Rotary programs. Anna
has remained deeply engaged with Rotary initiatives from early
involvement in Interact during high school to leading at RYLA
(Rotary Youth Leadership Awards).

At the University of Iowa, she joined the Rotaract Club,
participating in local service projects such as can collection drives
and volunteering with Open Heartland, a nonprofit supporting
immigrant families in Iowa City.

A highlight of Anna’s Rotary journey was her recent
participation in the Xicotepec Project in Puebla, Mexico. Alongside
fellow Rotarians, Rotaractors, and Interactors, she spent a week
during spring break completing service projects such as:

« Distributing school supplies, dental hygiene kits, and
deworming medication at local schools.

o Assisting with animal sterilization clinics to address stray
population issues.

» Beautifying hospital grounds and repainting public bus stops.

» Supporting clean water efforts through collaboration with
engineers and local officials.

The group also engaged in cultural exchange activities,
including visiting a local university, enjoying authentic Mexican
cuisine, and participating in a farewell fiesta hosted by the
community. Anna emphasized how these experiences strengthened
her confidence, global perspective, and commitment to service,
influencing her to pursue a certificate in Nonprofit Leadership and
Philanthropy.

She encourages others to explore the Xicotepec Project and
become involved—whether through travel, fundraising, or
support. “The relationships formed and the impact made,” Anna
shared, “go far beyond borders or language.”
