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Since 2019, our club has partnered with the University
District Rotary in Seattle and Rotarians in Mexico to
support subsistence farmers in Oaxaca, one of Mexico’s
poorest regions. What began with a single greenhouse
has grown to over 150, and now includes water cisterns
to ensure year-round food security despite climate
challenges. Families are staying together, farmers are
transitioning to sustainable crops like nopal cactus,
and the community itself contributes labor to each
project.
This year marks a milestone: the project has advanced
to a $60,000 Rotary Global Grant, with contributions
from our club, Seattle, and Mexico—multiplied by
district and Rotary Foundation support. Thanks to
your donations, the cisterns are now filling with
rainwater, sustaining farms through the dry season.
This effort reflects the very best of Rotary:
collaboration, adaptability, and lasting impact for
families.

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Community leaders gathered to share major updates on regional
transportation efforts spanning decades of work to improve Highway
30, the Mill Creek Expressway, and the North River Drive corridor.
History & Accomplishments:
     Since the mid-1990s, local advocates like Dave Rose, Brenda
Thornton, and others have pushed for critical infrastructure
projects. Their advocacy brought in over $100 million in federal
funding, completing major projects such as Mill Creek Expressway,
Liberty Square, and portions of Highway 30.
Highway 30 (Iowa Side):
     Efforts continue to fully four-lane Highway 30 from Lisbon to
Clinton. Despite public support, the Iowa DOT currently plans a
“Super 2” expansion instead of a true four-lane. Local legislators
passed two House bills to prioritize full four-laning, with strong
bipartisan support. Advocates emphasized that a divided four-lane
highway is 60% safer and vital for regional economic growth.
Highway 30 (Illinois Side):
      On the Illinois side, only 17 miles remain unfinished. They
continue to advocate for completing the four-lane connection from
Chicago to Cedar Rapids, emphasizing its importance for freight
efficiency and regional development. Over $9 million has already
gone into studies, and local leaders are seeking renewed support
from Governor Pritzker and IDOT to move the project forward.
North River Drive Revitalization:
     Dave Rose, Brenda, and Chuck highlighted the vision for North
River Drive, a proposed riverside roadway aimed at reopening access
to the north riverfront and boosting business development in the
Lyons district. The project would extend traffic flow, enhance
recreation space, and attract investment. Funding efforts have
already secured $1.65 million, with another $750,000 request pending
to make the project “shovel ready.”
Shovel-Ready Emphasis:
     Speakers reiterated the importance of keeping local projects
shovel ready so they can seize state and federal funding
opportunities quickly. Past experience showed that readiness
directly impacts which communities receive infrastructure dollars.
Key Takeaway:
    The meeting underscored decades of teamwork, advocacy, and
relationship-building — from city halls to Washington, D.C. — to
ensure Clinton and the surrounding region remain connected,
competitive, and ready for growth.
