Coming Spring 2025: Clinton to Welcome Two Giant Recycled-Wood
Troll Sculpture

Board Member of the The Sawmill Museum, Ari Lewerenz, spoke to our
club this week. The Sawmill Museum has announced an exciting
partnership with internationally renowned artist Thomas Dambo,
creator of more than 150 giant recycled-wood troll sculptures
worldwide. Next spring, Clinton will join the official Troll Map as the
first community in Iowa (and Illinois) to host Dambo’s work. This project
places Clinton alongside major destinations across the globe known for
large-scale public art.
About the Project

e Two large trolls, each nearly two stories tall and built from five tons
of reclaimed local wood, will be installed—one at The Sawmill
Museum and one at the Bickelhaupt Arboretum.

e The trolls will be designed around Clinton’s lumber history and
environmental story.

e A mural and treasure-hunt experience will accompany the sculptures,
encouraging visitors to follow clues and explore. Together, these
features create an immersive experience that appeals to families,
travelers, and art enthusiasts.

Why It Matters

e Similar installations draw 30,000-300,000 visitors in their first year.

e Clinton expects around 60,000 visitors—a major boost to local
businesses.

e Troll fans (“troll hunters”) actively travel the world to visit every
site.

Community Impact

e Free, year-round access for the public.

e A three-week build in April 2025 with 10 Danish craftsmen and many
local volunteers.

e All sculptures made from reclaimed wood, including materials from
historic local sites. This approach not only showcases sustainability
but also preserves parts of Clinton’s heritage in a new, creative way.
