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Since 2019, our club has partnered with the University
District Rotary in Seattle and Rotarians in Mexico to
support subsistence farmers in Oaxaca, one of Mexico’s
poorest regions. What began with a single greenhouse
has grown to over 150, and now includes water cisterns
to ensure year-round food security despite climate
challenges. Families are staying together, farmers are
transitioning to sustainable crops like nopal cactus,
and the community itself contributes labor to each
project.
This year marks a milestone: the project has advanced
to a $60,000 Rotary Global Grant, with contributions
from our club, Seattle, and Mexico—multiplied by
district and Rotary Foundation support. Thanks to
your donations, the cisterns are now filling with
rainwater, sustaining farms through the dry season.
This effort reflects the very best of Rotary:
collaboration, adaptability, and lasting impact for
families.

YWCA Clinton Update: Supportive Housing & 
Women of Achievement

399 Supportive Housing Project
Construction is underway on 399 Housing, a $6.9 million project that
will provide 24 furnished one-bedroom apartments  for individuals
experiencing chronic homelessness.
The building will also serve as a community hub,  offering laundry,
showers, a café for job training, computer access, and on-site case
management.
Based on the Housing First model, the program focuses on providing
stable housing first, then addressing barriers like employment,
mental health, and substance misuse.
Opening is planned for December 2025,  with space for about 36
residents at a time.
This investment aims to reduce strain on emergency services,
improve public safety, and provide long-term stability for families
and individuals in need.

Community Context
One in three Clinton County residents lives paycheck to paycheck,
and local resources for homelessness prevention are shrinking.
The need is clear: the county has a shortage of 1,600 affordable
housing units for residents  earning below 30% of the area median
income.
Supportive housing is proven to lower community costs—studies
show reduced ER visits, jail stays, and taxpayer expenses.

Women of Achievement Awards
The  53rd Annual Women of Achievement Awards will be held March
26, 2026,  continuing a tradition started in 1973.
The event honors women and businesses that go above and beyond
for Clinton County and surrounding communities.
Categories include Young Woman of Achievement (with a $500
scholarship), Professional, Religious, Community, Business of
Achievement, Unsung Hero, and YWCA Honoree.
Nominations open January 1, 2026, with details available at
ywcaonline.org.

Together, these initiatives reflect the YWCA’s mission: supporting
housing stability, empowering families, and celebrating the women who
strengthen our community.
