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Since 2019, our club has partnered with the University
District Rotary in Seattle and Rotarians in Mexico to
support subsistence farmers in Oaxaca, one of Mexico’s
poorest regions. What began with a single greenhouse
has grown to over 150, and now includes water cisterns
to ensure year-round food security despite climate
challenges. Families are staying together, farmers are
transitioning to sustainable crops like nopal cactus,
and the community itself contributes labor to each
project.
This year marks a milestone: the project has advanced
to a $60,000 Rotary Global Grant, with contributions
from our club, Seattle, and Mexico—multiplied by
district and Rotary Foundation support. Thanks to
your donations, the cisterns are now filling with
rainwater, sustaining farms through the dry season.
This effort reflects the very best of Rotary:
collaboration, adaptability, and lasting impact for
families.

1. Membership Growth & Retention:

U.S. Rotary membership continues to decline, while Ukraine’s has
doubled since the war began.
The district aims for 1% growth (≈30 new members).
Emphasis on retention and engagement—closing the “back door”
where Rotary loses as many members as it gains.
College clubs at Iowa and Iowa State are thriving, nearly doubling
membership.

2. Foundation & Polio Plus:
Only Pakistan and Afghanistan still report active polio cases—just
20 this year, down from 90 last year.
A district challenge is underway: each club’s contributions to
Polio Plus will be matched 6:1 through district funds and the
Gates Foundation.
Rotary aviators recently set a Guinness World Record for flying
the Atlantic to raise funds for Polio eradication.

3. Public Image:
Renewed emphasis on visibility and storytelling—highlighting
why Rotary’s work matters, not just what it is.
Clubs are encouraged to showcase service, wear Rotary gear, and
strengthen local awareness.

4. Technology & Support:
A new district technology team will assist clubs with digital tools
and grant applications.
New district administrator: Megan Van Koten (Pella) succeeds
Carolyn Sharp, who retired after 20 years of service.

5. Club Projects & Priorities:
Tree planting: Goal—one tree per member.
Mental wellness initiatives: Clubs urged to partner with local
organizations (NAMI, schools, or community groups) to support
youth and seniors facing isolation or stress.
