     Superintendent Wes Golden joined us to share updates on the
Clinton Community School District, with a focus on the ongoing
construction at Clinton High School. Golden emphasized the
district’s mission of educating all students to their highest level
of achievement through engaging curriculum and a caring
community. He highlighted the board’s narrowed priorities—
student achievement, work environment, and financial
stewardship—and shared the district’s vision of preparing
students to be future-ready, whether through college, trades,
military, or apprenticeships.
Clinton High School Construction:

The project is now in its final phase.
The academic wing, performing arts center, shops, and arts
areas are complete.
Current work includes the commons, kitchen, art section, and
administration offices.
For the first time in decades, there will be parking in front of
the school and a drivable loop around the entire building.
The structure should be under roof before winter, with
completion targeted for late 2024 or early 2025.

Budget & Finances:
About 90% of the project is complete and remains within
budget.
The district still has about 19% of contingency funds available.
The school tax rate has steadily declined over the last several
years, reflecting the board’s focus on being good stewards of
taxpayer dollars.

Upcoming Vote – PPEL Levy Renewal:
The district’s Physical Plant & Equipment Levy (PPEL), which
funds essentials like roofs, technology, buses, and building
repairs, expires in 2027.
This November, the board will ask voters to renew the current
75¢ levy for another 10 years—not increase it.
These funds are critical: a new school bus now costs $157,000,
and district roofs and technology needs add up quickly.

Teacher Recruitment:
While hiring remains challenging in areas like Spanish and
special education, Golden reported progress thanks to
alternative pathways into teaching (such as paraeducator-to-
teacher programs and licensing for experienced professionals).

Golden closed by stressing the importance of community support
—not only through November’s levy vote, but also by staying
engaged in sharing the district’s story and advocating for
students’ futures.
