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    This week we welcomed Dave Spicer,  a retired attorney, 40-
year Rotarian, and Rotary District Chair for Environment &
Climate in Puget Sound. Dave has been passionate about
environmental issues since his college days nearly 50 years
ago, and he brought that passion to his presentation on climate
change.
    He highlighted the growing evidence of a warming planet:
the past 10 years have been the hottest on record, extreme
weather events such as tornadoes, hurricanes, and wildfires
are increasing, sea levels are rising, and water shortages are
affecting communities worldwide. As Spicer put it, “We can’t
ignore the seriousness, but we also can’t lose hope—Rotary is
proving that small, local actions add up to global impact.”
    Spicer also shared encouraging news: Rotary clubs around
the world are tackling the crisis head-on through
reforestation, clean water projects, renewable energy
adoption, coral reef preservation, and recycling initiatives. In
the Seattle area, clubs are restoring rivers, planting urban
trees, and even launching lithium battery recycling programs.
     He urged our club to consider forming an Environmental
Sustainability Committee, take on one meaningful project each
year, and connect with resources like the Bright Action Carbon
Footprint Test (www.brightaction.com) to inspire personal and
community change.
     Closer to home, we’re joining this movement: District
Governor Norlan’s initiative challenges every club to plant one
tree per member. With 64 (and growing!) members, our club is
preparing for a major tree planting project this spring. 🌱
     We thank Dave for his inspiring talk and reminder that
through Rotary, we each have a role in mitigating climate
change and building a sustainable future.
