Inspiring Talks from
Dr. Anne Colby & Danielle Colby
o g

At our recent gathering, we were honored to hear from
sisters Dr. Anne Colby, a chiropractor and business owner in
Clinton, and Danielle Colby, well known from American
Pickers and as a community advocate.

Dr. Anne Colby shared her powerful personal journey—
transitioning from a young single mother with no college
experience to earning advanced degrees, opening her
chiropractic practice, and later facing and overcoming breast
cancer. She spoke candidly about the obstacles she’s faced as a
woman in healthcare, including balancing family, financial
struggles, and professional credibility. Dr. Colby emphasized
the importance of advocacy, communication, and integration
in healthcare—reminding us that providers of all kinds must
listen, collaborate, and put the patient first.

Danielle Colby reflected on her 17 years in television and
her work in the arts, highlighting challenges she’s faced as a
woman, as someone living with mental health conditions, and
as an advocate for marginalized voices. She drew on her
experiences in entertainment and her current work with
burlesque history and community projects to stress the power
of resilience, advocacy, and building supportive “orchestras”
of people around us. Her message: push through the hard
times, lean on your community, and remember that meaningful
change often comes before it is popular.

Together, their stories reminded us of the strength found in
perseverance, the value of community, and the importance of
using our voices to support others.
