Ashlen Sheaffer Des Moines Children Museum
Ashlen Sheaffer  joined us Friday to talk about the Des 
Moines Children's Museum.  The museum was start-
ed in 2017 by 2 moms looking to provide a dedicated 
space for young children and their caregivers to safely 
explore, learn and play through interactive exhibits and 
programming. Play is very important in early childhood 
development as it helps strengthen core life skills such 
as memory, self-control, and mental flexibility.  

Many cities throughout the world have children's mu-
seums including 5 other communities in Iowa.  This 
is Des Moines' first museum of this kind.  The facil-
ity provides high-quality attractions dedicated to young 
children and their families. It gives accessible and in-
clusive play  for children of all abilities. 

The museum moved into their current space in 2019.  
The Valley West Mall location allows them to have 
12000 sq ft  for their almost 72,000 visitors yearly.  Un-
fortunately, the mall is anticipating foreclosure, so they 
have secured a new location in West Des Moines off 
of 12th Street that should be ready in 2027.  The new 
facility will be a two story museum and eventually an 
outdoor space for play.  

Currently, the museum sees about 800 children daily.  
Saturdays are very busy with birthday parties.  They 
have opportunities for summer camp, parties, and pri-
vate events.
