Friday, Sandra Swanson was our speaker. She is the Director of [
Business Development of the newly opened Clive Behavioral Health
[hospital]. They have a the new building in Clive, and it has 100 beds.
The hospital is located at 1450 NW 114th St in Clive. They also plan
to open a Behavioral Health place in Des Moines at MercyOne.

Clive Behavioral Health will be the first freestanding behavioral health hospital in central
Iowa, and the largest in lowa, overall. The new facility is a partnership between Universal
Health Services (UHS) and MercyOne. It will treat adults and children and will do both in-
patient and outpatient treatment.

The Clive location is built to provide lots of light. It is a has a nice cafeteria, a gym, rooms for
group sessions, an outdoor area for kids and adults. They want to provide a positive physical
and mental place.

Hopefully, this will help Iowans and their families. According to a 2017 report from the
Treatment Advocacy Center, lowa “earned” a D- grade for its mental health bed shortage,
as well as its unorganized system of treating inmates with severe mental illness. The report
said in 2016, lowa ranked last of all states in terms of psychiatric bed availability, with only
1.2 beds per 100,000 adults; this is a far cry from the national average of about 12 beds per
100,000 adults.
