Dave M iglin = Broadlawns Hospital Updute

The speaker for the September 3rd, 2021 meeting of the NWDM meet-
ing was Broadlawns Trustee Dave Miglin. Dave moved to Des Moines
in 2013 as VP of media and digital services for Strategic America. Re-
cently appointed to the Board of Trustees of Broadlawns Medical Center (BMC), Dave gave
us a BMC update.

Dave informed us that [owa ranks 29th in the country in mental health support. Dave believes
BMC should collaborate with the Des Moines police department to identify gaps in mental
health for young adults.

BMC partners with the DM police and Polk County Sheriff's Department to employ 3 crisis
advocates.

1. A crisis advocate will be in dispatch to aid the police on mental health calls.

2. A crisis advocate will handle mental health responses with police support as needed.

3. All crisis advocates are cross-trained to help where needed.

BMC will create a Brain Health and Memory Care unit for its hospital. It will be a one-step

approach for the patient and their care giver to receive expertise and support.
BMC is targeting a 2025 opening for this unit.

BMC is changing and evolving as a community hospital. Dave and the Board of Trustees are
making insightful decisions for generations of lowans to come.
