· Grant requests:

· Fishing for Life grant application:  Motion by Sutton, seconded by Perkins to approve a grant of $500 for a neurodiverse fishing event.  Motion carried,
· Mobility Worldwide grant application:  Motion by Lapointe, seconded by Perkins to approve a grant of $1,200 to Mobility Worldwide for three carts.  Motion carried.
· Global Grant by Maple Grove for Senegal Water project:  Motion by Benshoof, seconded by Lapointe to table the grant request until the next Board meeting to provide time for everyone to review the proposal.  
· Guatemala Common Hope district grant application:  Motion by Sutton, seconded by Norris to approve a $1,000 grant to participate with Minneapolis, St. Cloud and Edina Clubs to provide 25 LEGO Education SPIKE prime sets to expand access to STEM learning for students in Guatemala.  Motion carried.  

· Foundation:  There was discussion about future projects potentially coming out of the Foundation fund, including scholarships.  Benshoof reminded the Board about the availability of the Benshoof Family Giving Fund as a source for matching funds.
