e Submit proof of your graduating senior status and proof of acceptance at an institution of
higher learning or Trade/Technical/Vocational school. Proof of acceptance must be provided
prior to presentation of award.

Optional: Transcripts and Letters of Reference specific to this scholarship may be included and
should be based on the student’s community service and leadership skills OUTSIDE of school-
based community service clubs.
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The Patterson Rotary Club’s Scholarship Committee will vet and review all completed applications,
choose finalists, and submit to the Board of Directors for approval.
