The scholarships are awarded based on community service, 

academic success, essay content, references, and interview results.  The Club intends to award approximately 

$10,000 in scholarships this year.  

I. CRITERIA AND APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS 

  Each candidate must:  

• Be a current resident of the Village of Elk Grove and must also be a spring 2023 high school 

graduate. 

• Be active in the community.  

• Provide a reference verifying involvement in and commitment to the community. 

• Provide an official high school transcript. 

• Submit a one-page essay on part of the Rotary Four-Way Test (see last page of this packet). 

• Attach a recent photograph. 

• Participate in a live interview if invited by the committee.
