Information and Instructions - Scholarships 2024 Eligibility Applicant must be graduating in the
spring of the year of the application and be a resident of School District 158. Individuals who
live in the boundaries of School District 158 but attend another school are eligible.

Scholarships are for college costs related to enrollment in an accredited two- or four-year
degree program. Rotary Club of Huntley proposes four types of scholarships, and each type,
except Thomas Palmer) will have one or more awards:

e Rotary Youth Leadership Award (RYLA) - $400 each
e Academic (four-year university) - $500
e Vocational (one- or two-year community school) - $500

e Thomas Palmer - one $500 award for student enrolling in courses for Parks and Recreation

Secondary - not listed in the order of importance. The areas are weighted as follows:
e Academic Achievement - 20 points ¢ Financial Need - 10 points e Personal Statement - 50
points e School Extra Curricular - 10 points e Non-School Extra Curricular - 10 points.
