Your login name is your first name.lastname.2392, which is our club identifier: 

for example, Robert.Smith.2392.  Your initial password is the club number: 

2392.  You can change your password after you’ve signed on.  Make sure you 

record your password somewhere! 

Logging into the website will bring up a menu of tasks.  Different levels of security 

are assigned for access to some features on the ClubRunner page.

ClubRunner is used by club officers to, for example, manage the webpage, make documents accessible to 

members, and track attendance.  Functions are accessible only by those granted the proper security level by 

the Club Secretary or designee.
