1. Suicide Bomb near Polio Center in Pakistan Kills at Least 16 (1/13/16).  Although the Pakistani Taliban continues to work to disrupt the aility to vaccinate all children in Pakistan, the good news is that there are no new Polio cases in the country this year. Stay the course, Rotarians!

2. Al-Qaeda attacked the Splendid Hotel and Cappuccino Café in Ouagadougou, Burkina Faso leaving 29 dead and at least 50 wounded (1/15/16). Carol Wells’ daughter served as a Peace Corps volunteer in Burkina Faso and says this spot was a favorite for PCVs when they were on leave in the capital. Carol thanks all that voiced concern to her, knowing how close the country is to her family’s heart.
