 MEMBER BIO MOMENT: PDG Pam Kerr - Pam talked about how she had volunteered her whole life.  As an adult she was on the board of the Junior League.  At Junior League is where an Assistant Governor came to speak and said he’d like someone from their organization to join Rotary – She did.  She quickly became President of WHRC and then became the 2nd woman from our club to become District Governor (We’ve had 3 so far: Karen Kline, Pam Kerr & Sarah Oliver).  Pam has always been impressed by Rotary’s “Global Reach” and continues her amazing work with the Global X-ray Project.  Her passion and commitment encourages each of us to do all that we can – Service Above Self.
PROGRAM: Carol Wells – Sharing her experience at STOP (Stop Transmission of Polio) training at the CDC in Atlanta
Carol attended the first week (6/6 – 6/10) of 3 weeks of training for “STOPPERS” at the CDC in Atlanta.  These 75 individuals were chosen from over 1200 applicants. The majority are doctors, healthcare workers, communication specialists and data specialist from Africa and the Middle East.  They have been chosen for a 2 Year stint in some of the most dangerous areas of the world.  Their job will be as advisors in each host country and will be placed where they are needed; working on Polio control and eradication.  During the week they learned about the many different variations of the OPV (Oral Polio Vaccine), surveillance, AFP (Acute Flaccid Paralysis) the major indicator of Polio’s presence.  They learned about logistics for the vaccine – expiration, storage, transport (cold chain) and fecal sampling.  On Friday, in small groups, they worked on a complicated “Case Study” to sharpen their skills for their arrival in country.  Carol said the week was truly amazing, especially being surrounded by so many real life heroes.  She brought lots of “Rotary Swag” – End Polio Buttons, Stickers and bracelets that were distributed to all the Stoppers and they were wearing them with pride.  Rotary is ALWAYS mentioned with Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), World Health Organization (WHO) and UNICEF (United Nations International Children’s Emergency Fund) as being there at the beginning (1988) when Polio Eradication started.
