Club Service Projects:
1. July 2020 Service Project - COMPLETE.  Old Pueblo Club partnered with Rincon Club on their Rotary Assist Project to benefit the Youth On Their Own's Emergency COVID-19 Fund.  Our OPR Club raised $1,050 of the $4K total.

2. August 2020 Service Project - COMPLETE.  Helped Community Food Bank of Southern Arizona to load food at Kino Stadium.  12 club and family members helped serve 141,158.24 pounds of food to 1285 households in the Tucson community.  Furthermore, OPR Club Members & Foundation raised and provided a $500 donation to the Community Food Bank of Southern Arizona .

3. September 2020 Service Project:  September on-going.  Delivery of Hots Spots to Flowing Wells School students and families.

We have received all the internet "hot spots" and have begun to identify families for distribution.  We have created an instruction sheet to help families set up the device.  
 
As part of the 5500 Matching Grant, our participation was to ask members to deliver the devices.  I am writing to see who would be interested in delivering devices to student homes.  
 
This would be the process:
1. Let me know when you are available (FW is ready to begin today).
2. Stop by 1556 W. Prince Road to pick up the device and address.  We have a few families in Three Points, so that would be a road trip of about 1 hour each way. 
3. Call the family to announce who you are and when you will deliver the device.  Explain who you are, how the device is funded, and you will be wearing a mask. 
4. Deliver the device/instructions and let the family know it was provided by Old Pueblo Rotary.  Also, let the family know the device is prepaid for 12 months and can be moved to any location T-Mobile has cellular service.

The Community Food Bank of Southern Arizona responds to the root causes of hunger and seeks to restore dignity, health, opportunity and hope to people living in poverty. 
Our mission is to change lives in the communities we serve by feeding the hungry today, and building a healthy, hunger-free tomorrow. The Issues We Face:
Equal access to healthy food
1.6 million Arizonans do not have reliable access to adequate food for an active, healthy life. These families often have to choose between food and housing, medical care or education. Over 80% have reported they water down their food, or purchase inexpensive, unhealthy food as a coping strategy.
Serious diet-related disease
Poverty is linked to obesity, diabetes and other serious illnesses. More than 50% of the people who visited the CFB in the last 3 years reported a member of their family having either high blood pressure or type-2 diabetes.
Social Isolation
People living in poverty are twice as likely to experience depression and feel isolated from society. This can make social service resources seem inaccessible, and lead to missed economic opportunity and feelings of hopelessness.
Lack of Economic Opportunity
The U.S. ranks high for income and wealth inequality among high wealth countries. In southern Arizona, there are just not enough high paying jobs to provide opportunity for working poor families to lift themselves out of poverty. 60% of people who visit the CFB report they are employed. Many of those who are not employed are seniors or have a disability.
