· in cases where single parent, no separation agreement/ other parent is not available /left Yukon/other: letter indicating such and signed letter of authorization to travel. Note this may cause concern at Border.

2. Where child’s birth certificate lists only one parent: then signed letter of authorization to travel by the parent listed on birth certificate.
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
