Grant Guidelines

Approved by the Foundation Board – February 15, 2006

1) Mission Statement

The Camas-Washougal Rotary Foundation (‘Foundation) exists to foster, develop, promote and encourage the health, education, and general welfare of the residents of Camas-Washougal and Clark County.  The Foundation will consider requests for funding projects outside of Clark County if they have been approved or initiated by the Board of Directors of the Camas-Washougal Rotary Club.

The Board of Directors of the Foundation, responsible for allocating the funds to promote its purposes, will be guided by the following considerations in its decisions.

2) Values Statement

a) Education – The Foundation supports projects which improve the quality, accessibility, and relevance of life-long learning.
i) Scholarship awards that allow people to continue their education represent an important Foundation project and should be a priority of the Foundation.
b) Healthcare – The Foundation supports activities which increase access to quality healthcare services.
c) General Welfare – The Foundation supports activities which have strong community involvement, and which enhance the community’s livability, and economic and/or cultural well-being.
3) Guiding Principles

a) The Foundation favors and prefers to support the following:
i) Projects having a significant impact on society
ii) Projects that aim at solutions to or prevention of problems versus those that merely address the immediate consequences of those problems.  However, projects that provide for special and emergency needs are also supported.
iii) Projects that benefit a broad number of individual on a nondiscriminatory basis.
iv) Projects that have adequate resources (human, financial, material) to ensure a reasonable chance of success.
v) Projects that have been developed with clear, carefully considered, and realistic plans.
vi) Organizations that have a clear and important mission.
vii) Organizations that have an active, responsible, and committed administrative staff and board of directors.
viii) Organizations which are in the best position in the community (compared with other organizations to provide the services for which the funds are requested.
b) The Foundation will not generally consider applications for:
i) the benefit of a specific individual
ii) partisan political campaigns, elections, or legislation.
iii) sectarian or religious organizations except for projects/services which are made available to the general population without participating in any religious activity.
iv) organizations which, in policy or practice, unfairly discriminate against, race, ethnic origin, sex, creed, or religion
v) projects requiring financial obligations by the Foundation of a period of years for normal operating expenses of an organization.
vi) debt retirement or operational deficits.
vii) contributions to general fund drives or annual charitable appeals
viii) granting of funds to an organization for distribution to ultimate beneficiaries of its own choosing.
ix) Endowment.
c) The foregoing is intended as a guideline only and are, therefore, general in nature.  The Foundation reserves the right to review proposals and requests on a case-by-case basis and use its discretion as appropriate.
