The club bulletin, the Newsletter, is emailed each Friday, indicating our upcoming meeting location and speaker,
details on committee and club events, and other club highlights. Reading the Newsletter is one of the key ways to stay
up to date on activities and other important information about your club.

Seattle 4 Rotary holds a monthly After Hours. The objective of these events is to give members, especially our
newest members, the opportunity to connect in a more casual and one-on-one environment than our weekly
luncheon. These events typically include a short presentation highlighting a featured club member or
committee, plus plenty of time for socializing.

Opportunities abound! In addition to the After Hours events there are “extras” like Rotary Mariners outings, ethnic dinners,
sporting and arts events, networking nights, and vocational tours. These are offered at various times throughout the year and can
be your ticket to an enjoyable and rewarding Rotary experience.
