On a beautiful spring day, there is nothing better than paddling your canoe down the Willamette River. About 6 miles south of Salem on River Road is Halls Ferry State Park, offering serene landscapes and tranquility disturbed only by the natural sounds of wildlife peering around every corner.  Sunlight reflected by the clear water and a slight scent of pine, sage and lavender protrude through the brush. 
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Halls Ferry operated in the Oregon Territory long before it became a state park. In 1868, the ferry allowed farmers to cross the Willamette River, transporting goods to nearby markets and providing prosperity to the local community. The original land has become Halls Ferry State Park, a quiet place to picnic, fish or start your adventure on the water.  The Rotary Club of Salem Creekside adopted and maintain Halls Ferry State Park for all to enjoy.
