Over the years, this highly popular event has been successful in raising funds for many local charitable organizations.   Past artists have included Jimmy Cobb, Don Friedman, Delfeayo Marsalis, Renee Rosnes, Javon Jackson and Jimmy Heath. This year we are bringing back previous headliners Javon Jackson, Delfeayo Marsalis and Jimmy Cobb together with Cyrus Chestnut and David Williams. These giants will unveil tons of jazz artistry right before our eyes and directly to our ears and hearts.
