Last Week: CV Harvest Box 
With us last week was Tony Marchese, co-owner of Trio Restaurant and co-

founder of CV Harvest Box. At the beginning of the pandemic, Tony and Mark 
Tadros, an east valley grower, saw a need to provide Coachella Valley 

residents with fresh produce delivered directly to their homes. Their plan would 
also help growers who normally served local restaurants by provided them with 
a new sales outlet. CV Harvest Box now supplies weekly produce boxes as well 
as a number of “add ons” to nearly 300 customers. Available add ons change 

frequently but some of the current products include mushrooms, apples, berries, 
pasta, cookies, coffee and olive oil. Harvest boxes are delivered on Fridays and 

customers can choose to order once or to subscribe to weekly, by-weekly or 
monthly deliveries. Harvest boxes start at just $35. Tony provided Rotarians 

with a promo code for a $5 discount on a delivery. Simply go to the Harvest Box
