     TNP, in collaboration with  

Trumbull County Land Bank 

and the City of Warren, was  

one of seven organizations to 

receive a $20,000 Community 

Challenge Grant through AARP. 

Funding is to be used to turn 

the site of the former 

St. Joseph’s Hospital into 

green space by November of  

this year.  Lydia Lynch, Food 

Access Coordinator with TNP, 

spoke with our members 

this week regarding plans  

to beautify the site. 

     The vacant hospital that sat on 52 acres of land on Tod Avenue 

began to be demolished at the end of 2022, and environmental clean-up 

was finished just last month.  Three beautification layouts were 

presented at a public meeting, and the plan that was chosen includes:  

landscaping including 25+ trees and a pollinator garden; picnic tables and 

benches; a .4 mile walking path connecting the area to the neighborhood; 

and a fence along the river.  At the end of this year, ownership of the 

site will be transferred from TNP to the City of Warren.    

     Fundraising has resulted in all but $4,000 needed for the trees that 

are to be planted.  Seedling protectors and soil testing kits will also be 

required.  A tree planting event is being planned for the end of 

September/beginning of October in conjunction with Plant Ahead Ohio and 

the NW Neighborhood Association.   

    Another community activity being implemented is an “Adopt-A Bench” 

program that will allow donors to have personalized inscriptions on the 

benches.
