Richard Fallon is a 2006 graduate of Cuyahoga Falls High School where
he was involved in a variety of activities, including Boy Scouts, wrestling and
football. He earned a Bachelor's Degree in Physical Education Teaching and
Coaching from Kent State University, and holds a Pre-K to 12 education
license in the State of Ohio.

Originally from Akron, Ohio, Richard started his scouting career as a
Wolf Scout in second grade and has been involved with the boy Scouts of
America ever since. He has a true passion for providing opportunities for
young men and women to better themselves. He stated, "A lot of charities
make the world better for kids: we make the kids better for the world.”

Richard currently serves as District Director for the Boy Scouts of
America in the Akron and Youngstown areas in Ohio. Over the past 25 years,
his district has grown to be one of the largest in the entire country.



The Boys Scouts of America was founded in 1910, and by 1912, scouting
was established in the Mahoning Valley. Camp Stambaugh, the second oldest
continuously operating Scout camp in Ohio and tied for ninth oldest in the
United States, was opened in 1919 in Canfield.

James E. West, the BSA's first Chief Scout Executive, ran the
organization for 32 years. Paul Harris, Rotary Founder, urged Rotarians to
assist in the expansion of the Scouts after meeting with West in 1910. By
1930, Rotarians organized more than half of the then 500 Boy Scout
councils. Through the years, they have also contributed financially to troops
and helped construct camp buildings. Individual Rotarians, like our own Ken
LaPolla, have led the Scouts at local, district and national levels.

During the COVID-19 Pandemic, Fallon indicated that membership in BSA
dropped by about half. In November, 2021, they had only 9 scouts in their
hard-to-serve communities. However, growth in our area has been strong.
Last year, numbers had risen to 575! Great Trail Council was the only council
to hit their fundraising goal. There are 22 Eagle Scouts in Warren, half
from Ken LaPolla’s troop. These young men complete service projects that
benefit our community.

The first weekend in February, Fallon reported that 450 young boys
attended the Cub Scout Freeze Out, a camping vent where kids participate in
snow sports. The following weekend, 350 more attended. Other upcoming
events include:

* A breakfast that will raise $96,000 that will stay locally:

* A Night at the Rockwells (a wine and cheese event at the Medici in

early August); and

* The 100™ Anniversary of Camp Manatoc, with tours being provided.

Richard indicated that the community can help BSA continue to grow by
making monetary donations, advocating for the organization through word of
mouth, and attending upcoming events.
