•A completed application form, neatly finished and legible.
•A letter (at least 1 page) written by you, the applicant, about yourself, why you deserve this scholarship including any special circumstances as to why you should receive this award. Letter must be typed, not handwritten
•A full copy (all pages) of the final FAFSA “Student Aid Report” including SAI # 
•An original transcript of your secondary school record including class ranking
•A list of academic & non-academic activities, actions you have taken in your community or elsewhere that demonstrate your service to community.  Also include work experience.
•At least one letter of recommendation from your High School Guidance Counselor or Principal
