The mill
owners banded together to form an insurance organization and to de-
velop a method of sprinkling water on fires - at first all they
achieved was to flood the mills from the sprinklers. They had little
control of the sprinklers once they got started; but gradually they
developed heads for the sprinklers and safety devices so that they
could confine the water to a specific area, The Draper Corporation,
one of the leading New England textile companies, moved into the
sprinkler field and developed it as a marketable product for other
mills. Newt felt that in considering a sprinkler system we should
consider sprinklers to protect not only the physical plant and equip-
ment, but what product, be it goods or people, the structure will be
housing,

It is not a simple matter to
evaluate the success or failure of a particular school system, even the
professional educators disagree. Yet a meeting of the professional educa-
tors and the lay school board members to set goals for all is a basic
necessity.

PROGRAM - Mr. Edward C. Cutting, President of the Maine Christmas Tree Growers
Association, will speak to us on the farming and marketing of Christmas
trees. Mr. Cutting is from Union, Maine.

LAST WEEK'S PROGRAM - Dr. John R. Davy came to us with outstanding credentials in the
public health field, and with a sincerity and enthusiasm for his cause -
Flouridation. The use of flouride in our water system is a safe and bene-
ficial chemical which will help prevent tooth decay. It will also aid old
people in the development of stronger bones against fractures as it gives
the bones an added ability to heal. Over TO to 80 million Americans use
flouride in their water supply, 43 communities in Maine use it. There have
been 15,000 medical papers written backing the use of flouride in public
water and the benefits that accrue from it - yet in Portland, South Port-
land, and Westbrook in the year 1968 we are called on to vote for it. It
seems to me as simple an issue as being in favor of Santa Claus and
Mother's Day.

As I witness the dissenting and emotional challenges issued to our
speaker, I still fail to see what the "tempest in the water supply” is all
about. The religious issue certainly can't be valid if the majority are
in favor - there is unlikely a law passed in our country that doesn't some-
how suppress a small minority - yet we cannot handcuff a nation if a cause
is truly for the public good. The questions- of dosages and amounts to be
put into the water system surely is not beyond chemical and scientific
measure. The "Key" issue seemed to be, where does it all "stop". Do we
put chlorine, flourine, iodine, arsenic, etc. in Mother Nature's pure water?
I trust men and public health officials to use their offices for the public
good. Science has bent and improved on nature - for a number of years some
"scared cows" must tumble - we pastuerized milk for the good of all - now
water.
