They
even had community singing and you never heard them do better.

Our Governor Elect, Theodore E. Lewin, made a strong appeal for the forma-
tion of Interact Clubs as a counter measure against the increasing tide of marijuana
and drug problems in the High Schools. We have been trying for the past three years
to form an Interact Club and this new approach may enable us to get a start. It is
worth trying.

He also said the Quebec Club is going all out to make the Conclave on June

it and there will be entertainment for all who attend. The last time we held it
there, we had six couples from our Club - maybe we can do even better this time.

New highway construction in
the State of Maine will be stopped completely if this bond issue does
not pass. Mr. Allen pointed out that more than 25% of the total
highway construction money will be spent for highways in the greater
Portland area. Mr. Harris showed a number of interesting slides
which gave us many facts about the highways, cost of constructing
new highways, and the use of Maine's 21,309 miles of highways.
