After another year of deteriorating condition, he made it to the A list and a short time later – March 18, to be exact – he received a heart transplant. Bob said that he felt better as soon as he woke up from the surgery, and is incredibly grateful to the heart donor who now lives on inside him. Bob is becoming active in organ donor advocacy and heartily encourages everyone to consider registering their preferences for organ donation.
