In January, 1977, Al Price was elected to the Texas House
of Representatives, a position he still holds.

Alis a graduate of Hebert HIgh School, holds a BA degree
in Sociology from Morehouse College and has done gradu-
ate studies at Atlanta University.

In November, 1975, he served as a delegate from the
United Church of Christ to the Sth Assembly of the World
Council of Churches which convened in Nairobi, Kenya.
During this Assembly he was elected to membership in the
Central Committee of the World Council of Churches, a
position he held for eight years. Asamember of the Central
Committee, he helped to carry out the policy of the World
Council of Churches.

In 1980, Representative Price was appointed by President
Jimmy Carter to be a member of the Official Delegation
representing the United States at the Celebration of Inde-
pendence in Zimbabwe.

In 1983, as Vice-Chairman of the Texas House Committee
on State, Federal and International Relations, he represented
the State on a Trade Mission to three francophone countries

in Africa (Ivory Coast, Cameroon at Gabon) in an effort
to open new markets for Texas products.

Our speaker, Paulette Wolfson, had good news and bad
news on the nation's progress in solving environmental
problems since the first Earth Day in April of 1970.

Her introducer, Roger McCabe, chairman of the Environ-
ment Committee, was quick to point out that she is a lawyer
who works for the greater good of society. (The essence of
the very definition of news, of course, is that which departs
from the norm.)

Roger also pointed out that she wears her blue jumpsuit
and hard hat once or twice a week - at work.

Ms. Wolfson said we've made progress in reducing lead,
sulphur and hydrocarbon emissions into our atmosphere but
we have much to do in the future. The three federal laws that
governed the environment when she went through law
school in the late 1970s now have become 23 and as the
government begins enforcing them in the near future it will
affect the way we drive and the way we work.

As interesting as her talk was, we had four winners of
Morpheus Awards, including Nancy Beaulieu, Doug Stein-
man, Rex Lee and Sam Fazio.

Larry Beaulieu's newscast also struck an environmental
theme, noting that the eagles which grace our flag poles still

are an endangered species. No sightings to date.
