RAMBLINGS...

Past President and Newscaster Larry Beaulieu got every-
one'sattention when he checked to see if Joe Austin and Jerry
Mallett were in attendance this past Wednesday.

Then he related the story of a study at Texas A&M which
says most superintendents lack vision to lead the education
system toward change because they have left-brain behav-
ioral preference.

"People with left-brained thinking styles see no need for
change. They see only the task at hand and utilize the same
administrative behaviors from decades in the past; they have
no vision," said Elly Soler, who conducted the brain hemi-
spheric study for her doctorate in educational administration.

However, she said Wednesday, superintendents can
change.

They candevelop new skills, or build amanagement team
that complements such useful left-brained skills as organiza-
tion with right-brained attributes of vision and creativity.

No comment from the superintendent or superintendent
designate.

Member Verlon Bradley began his talk on duPont's
Beaumont Works' pollution control efforts by saying he felt
much like Liz Taylor's latest husband on his wedding night:
He knew what he was supposed to do, but he wasn't sure he
could make it interesting for us.

Nonetheless, he made a fine effort, and the only Mor-
pheus Award recipient of the week was Earl Brickhouse.

Verlon noted:

*The duPont Beaumont Works comprises seven different
business units - the Hypalon line, Nordel, Ammonia, acylo-
nitrile, methanol, aniline and methyl methacrylate.

«duPonthas sold its methanol operation, because it doesn't
consider methanol its core business. It also is selling the
methyl methacrylate business to ICI in a deal which will
consolidate ICI's worldwide acrylic business and allow duPont
to strengthen its worldwide nylon business.

«duPont hasended upon the top of pollution emission lists
by virtue of the sheer size of its Beaumont operation, but the
company has made substantial progress in curbing emis-
sions.

*duPont has reduced toxics emitted into the environment
by40.3 percentsince 1987 and air carcinogens by 35 percent.
It has invested $100 million in emission reduction over the
past five years, even though one study shows that industrial
emissions account for only two percent of the reported
cancers.

*The credo for the plant is, "We will not make, handle,
sell, transport or dispose of any product unless we can do so
safely and in an environmentally responsible manner,"
Verlon said.

In summing up, President Bruce remarked that he, too,
felt like Liz Taylor's new husband. He had seen everything
that was presented, but wasn't sure he could handle it all.
