Program Review of Barbara Best

December 10, 2008

Barbara Best, a Duke University magna cum laude graduate, demonstrated why she has been profiled as one of 20 international
advocates, and the only American, by the World Health Organization as part of the "V oices from the Frontline" web series on
international efforts to improve accessto heath care.

Ms. Best, who serves as the Executive Director of the Texas Children's Defense Fund based in Houston, works to ensure access to
affordable health coverage for every Texas child. She stated that Texas has the highest rate of uninsured children, (1.5 Million), in
the United States. Even more informative was that the reason for that high number is that 90% of the parents are employed but either
can not afford the employer sponsored plans or the employer does not provide a plan.

The cases she presented of children who have suffered because they had no insurance were very compelling. The most disappointing
of them was where a child died from cancer, though his mother, who had been approved for Medicaid, had applied with CHIP
(Children Health Insurance Program) but did receive an approval. It seems the paperwork was lost in the system because of what Ms.
Best feels was caused by the biggest problem for the CHIP, Red Tape. Even incomplete forms could cause costly delays in having an
application approved.

The presentation included documented statistics on why it would be more cost effective, in Texas, for uninsured children to
receive preventative treatments through the CHIP program than to have to receive emergency care.
