Senator Tommy Williams brings a strong record of business achievements, community involvement 
and public service to the people of Southeast Texas. Williams served in the Texas House of 
Representatives for three terms, and in November 2002 Texans showed their confidence once again by 
electing him to the Texas Senate with 64% of the vote, and was re-elected to the Texas Senate in 2004 
and 2008. He is a member of the Texas Society of CPA's, an outspoken advocate for Texas taxpayers, 
and a recognized and respected leader in budgetary issues.

Williams is a life long Texan. He was born in Marshall, Texas and attended schools in the Marshall 
Independent School District. After graduating from Texas A & M with a BBA in Accounting, he began a 
career in industry and public accounting prior to entering the insurance and financial services field in 
1983. He now serves as President of Woodforest Financial Services, an affiliate of Woodforest National 
Bank.

As a Texas Senator, Williams serves on the powerful Senate Finance Committee, Education Committee, 
Transportation and Homeland Security Committee, Vice-Chair of the Senate's State Affairs Committee 
and Chairman of the Senate Republican Caucus. By special appointment of Lt. Gov. Dewhurst, Williams 
serves as a member of the Legislative Audit Committee, and the Joint Special Committee on the Texas 
Youth Commission. Most recently the Lt. Governor appointed Sen. Williams as chairman of the Senate 
Finance Committee's Subcommittee on Property Appraisal and Revenue Caps, and as a member of the 
Select Committee on Public School Accountability and the Joint Legislative Task Force on Sporting Goods 
Sales Tax. Williams also serves on the Toll Projects Study Committee. His legislative leadership and 
strong conservative voting record have been recognized and honored by many state and community 
groups and organizations throughout his tenure in the Texas House and Texas Senate.

The proud parents of two sons, Tommy and his wife, Marsha, are active community leaders and 
members of The Woodlands United Methodist Church.

Rotary members were treated to a wonderful and heartfelt tribute to 
members of our beloved Armed Services.  The patriotic music was uplifting and every time 
each of us stood in tribute to our own service or of that of a loved one, personal pride was 
evident.  Rotarian Robert Thompson from Interior Development Concepts introduced his 
new friend, World War II, Korean War, and Vietnam War veteran Henry Haskell to share 
his experiences in May 2008 on the Lone Star Honor Flight. 
  
A trip from Houston was arranged through the assistance of Congressman Kevin Brady to 
allow veterans to participate in an adventure to visit Washington, DC and the WWII 
Memorial.  How amazing to hear about the many, many details to ensure the event could 
take place in one full day, all through the efforts of volunteers, donations and fundraisers 
held through Montgomery County ISD, Montgomery High School and the generosity of 
Montgomery County residents and businesses. 
  
Mr. Haskell was deeply moved by the attention from so many people, especially children 
lining up at the airports to show their appreciation to our veterans and Honor Guards from 
the military branches.   One of Henry's special moments was his visit to Arlington National 
Cemetery.  When he saw the many rows of graves of fallen soldiers and recognized what 
the white markers represented, he said, "It took my breath away".
