A native Texan, Charles Matthews has distinguished himself in
government, business and civic leadership. He became the Chancellor of
the Texas State University System on February 1, 2005. Prior to his
current position as Chancellor, Matthews served as the 40th Commissioner
of the Railroad Commission of Texas for ten years. First elected in 1994, he
won re-election in 2000 to a second term, receiving the highest number of
votes ever cast for a Railroad Commissioner.
