It helps sup-
port work with òHealing Waters Fly Fishingó, which is dedicated to 
the physical and emotional rehabilitation of disabled active military 
service personnel and disabled veterans through fly fishing and 
associated activities including education and outings.

The Mission of 
The Rotary Foundation is to enable Rotarians to advance world understanding, goodwill, and 
peace through the improvement of health, the support of education, and the alleviation of pov-
erty. TRF has six major areas of focus: Peace and conflict prevention/resolution, Disease preven-
tion and treatment, Water and sanitation, Maternal and child health, Basic education and litera-
cy and Economic and community development. TRF donations can be made to the Annual Fund ð 
Share, PolioPlus Fund or the Endowment Fund. The Annual Fund allows money to come back to 
Rotary districts and their clubs in the form of grants.
