o Boise Metro Rotary’s costs are $750 / yr 

▪ $110 of the dues goes towards Rotary International dues 

▪ The rest goes toward weekly lunches (However, during this 

pandemic there has been some savings on the weekly lunches 

with less in person attendees the club has been able to donate 

some funds to the month service projects.)

o Shelter with picnic table on greenbelt near Highway 21 / Warm 

Springs Ave.  

o Burgers for Bikes, Bikes for Kids (morphed into Boise Bicycle Project) 

▪ New bike assembly by club members and gave away to kids in 

need…including helmets!
