Test Drive Rotary Outline:

· The Membership Committee will assign a mentor during the Test Drive Period 
· Boise Centennial will have no more than 3 Test Drive Participants at one time 

Test Drive Rotary Participant Requirements:
· Not a previous member of Rotary 
· Complete and sign prospective membership application
· Attend 10 out of 13 weekly meetings during Test Drive Period (make-ups allowed)
· Test Drive Participants will be encouraged to engage in the following club functions:
· Service project
· Fellowship event
· Board meeting
· Serve as a co-greeter at a Club breakfast
· Join a subcommittee

Post Test Drive Period:
· Test Drive Participant will meet with the Club President, Membership Chairman and Mentor to discuss his or her experience and determine if he or she would like to become a member of the Boise Centennial Rotary Club.
1.     Prospective member fills out application form
2.     Return completed application to the club President, Membership Chair, and Sponsoring Rotarian (if applicable) to be considered by the membership committee
3.     President will inform club of candidates desire to participate in Test Drive program at next club meeting
4.     With no concerns from the membership the club will select a mentor for the candidate and the prospect will be advised by the sponsor or the club President that they have been approved for program participation
5.     The candidate will attend the next regularly scheduled club meeting which will begin their 13 week program window
6.     At the end of the program the Test Drive Participant will meet with the Club President, Membership Chairman and Mentor to discuss his or her experience and determine if he or she would like to become a member of the Boise Centennial Rotary Club.
