· The Rotary Club of South Bend will prepare and circulate a press release promoting the partnership/project in order to secure media for the organization/agency and Rotary Club of South Bend.

· The organization/agency is encouraged to supplement the Rotary volunteers with others from their organization/agency at the same time.
· The Rotary Club will have a designated point person to interact with the organization/agency and help coordinate before and the day of the project. The organization/agency is expected to have a point person to engage with the Rotary representative and be available and participate the day of the project.
