The regular monthly meeting of the Chandler
Horizon Board of Directors has been postponed.
It has been recheduled for Tuesday, March 17,
at 6:50 a.m. Please check your email for the link
to attend the virtual meeting and be sure to wear
green.

Lois Eitel and Janifer Gordy brought us up
to date on Valley Bloom, formerly known as the
Assitance League of the East Valley last week, a
change that was made in May, 2025. They were
introduced by Larry Gardner.

Lois said they are “blooming in the East Val-
ley” and are independent from the Assistance
League. They returned more than $500,000 to the
community through their philanthropic programs
during 2024-2025. Their volunteers contributed
approximately 27,500 hours in service to the
community.

During the last fiscal year:

e 8,173 school age children and homeless
teens received school uniforms, shoes, clothing
and other essentials;

e 4,003 children and adults in crisis received
clothing, hygiene kits and other requested items;

e 17studentsin Chandlerand Gilbertreceived
college scholarships; and

» 188 disabled adults participated in the Val-
ley Bloom monthly adult enrichment program.

Through their Homeless Teen Project they
were able to serve 62 students from Chandler

Valley Bloom also has a program in which
neighbors in crisis receive new clothing, snacks,
blankets and other essentials to ease stress, poverty
and trauma.

Through the Save the Family organization,
cleaning supplies are provided to families transi-
tioning into housing.

Through their enrichment program, disabled
adults are provided wirh monthlty activities and
snacks at an adult care center.

Just last Tuesday they dressed 90 students and
11 other people in an event in Tempe through a
grant. They visit many schools.
